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Your introductory paragraph with your thesis statement should be here. Notice the page numbers in the upper right hand corner, and notice that the numbering starts on this page, not the title page.
Body paragraphs here that introduce, quote or paraphrase, and comment on information from at least three different sources, like the following cool paragraph, should be here.
In his book, Dr. Alex Huffman-Blackman, a leading pathologist in rocket science, argues that there is nothing wrong with running out in traffic naked. According to Huffman-Blackman, “Such activity can be healthy by increasing cardio-thingamajiggy activity, and extended experiments have shown that doing this often can cure any disease, largely due to the subjects dying upon being hit by vehicles at excessive speeds, thus negating the effects of the contagions” (193). Although Huffman-Blackman is renowned in his field of expertise, it is likely that he is largely misguided in his conclusions.
Notice how the preceding paragraph includes a parenthetical citation with a page number at the end of the information from Dr. Huffman-Blackman. If the information had been from a website instead of a book, the author’s last name would be in the parentheses instead of a page number. And, if the author of the website was unknown, the title of the website article would be in the parentheses in quotation marks, like this example (“Research Papers for N00bs”). Notice the period for the sentence comes after the parenthetical citation.

You also need a well worded conclusion that summarizes your paper’s main points and restates your thesis statement.
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
